“Magic Moments” battery, that one presented this years by 
Malgrà “maison” from Mombaruzzo, managed with passion 
and a steady hand by the close team made up of Nico 
Conta, Massimiliano Dotto, Ezio and Giorgio Chiarle.  

Labels number is big and the relevant expressed quality 
rarely so high.  

Barbera wines are even four, and for every kind of taste:  

“lovers of strong emotions” have to know that Mora di 
Sassi  is definitely their wine, fruity, full bodied and fresh 
(from the acidity) as it is in this wonderful 2004 version.  

Gaiana of the same vintage is only by a hairbreadth less 
attractive, but really well-done. 

With Fornace di Cerreto and Briga della Mora we arrive to 
our days (respectively 2005 and 2006): more approachable 
wines. 

The reds provide also a successful Monferrato Treviri
(Cabernet s.) and a loving young Nebbiolo from North of 
Piedmont (Coste della Sesia).  

Among the whites our preference is for Poggio Basco Gavi 
docg di Gavi, even if Innuce looks scented and crispy after 
the long refining in oak.  

Brut sparkling Col dei Ronchi is getting into its stylistic 
maturity: it scents of yeasts and bread crust, it is smooth 
and harmonic in the mouth.

NERVI

Nervi  accustomed us really well:  
this year it presents just one wine at a time  
(the acclaimed Podere dei Ginepri, very awarded last year,
will be back in 2008),   
but its performance is such that it repays tasting
exiguity.  

Molsino is certainly a great single vineyard:  
it rarely misses a wine and more rarely does not leave in the
mouth of the tasters the memory of an austerity, cleanness
and a personality really rare to find.  

So the new business course can advance without fears:  
Bocciolone family and Malgrà’s one (Nico Conta,
Massimilano Diotto, Ezio and Giorgio Chiarle) manage not
only a brand very well-known as one of the most titled in
the Gattinara appellation, but even a special style and
philosophy that, coming from the past with its load of
tradition, nowadays joins a modern and  wide-ranging
vision.  

By the way  Molsino single vineyard 2003:  
the selection done in the vineyard carried to the cellar just
the best, technicians’ hands did the rest and Slavonia
woods caressed wine up to make it a symphony of fruits and
land, graphite and spices, tannic silkiness and balance.  

Simply great.
